How Does Bookshare Work?

Organizations such as schools and universities
can join Bookshare and download books on behalf
of their students. Qualified students can also obtain
their own individual memberships, giving them
the independence of selecting their own books
and periodicals for classes as well as to read
for research and pleasure.

Bookshare offers free reading software for Members
to use with Bookshare books. Schools and universities
can install these programs on multiple machines
around campus for qualified student use, providing

students quick access to the books they need.
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Who Qualifies and How Do They Join?

If a student has a disability such as blindness, low
vision, a physical disability, or a reading disability
that makes it difficult or impossible to read a printed
book, he most likely qualifies for Bookshare services.
During the registration process, the student, or the
organization representing the student, provides a
Proof of Disability to qualify for membership.

Bookshare memberships for students are currently
funded by the Office of Special Education Programs
(OSEP) in the Department of Education and are
free for all U.S. students.
