ADDITIONAL RESOURCES

Hi, my name is Kristina Cohen XE "Christina Cowan"  and I'm an educational program manager with Bookshare XE "Bookshare" .  Today I'm going to show you the many resources on our website.  Our website offers a variety of information and links to additional resources.  These include general membership and educator FAQ's, member stories, links to resources focused on the use of accessible materials in the classroom, links to education focused publications and associations, information for volunteers,  information on how to share your scanned books, and ways to contact us.  So a whole range of different information and resources.

And I'm going to show you where you can find these.  When you go to the Bookshare XE "Bookshare"  website, starting from the far left, you have a variety of tabs on the top of the website.  The first one is home.  As you move to the right under membership, you'll find some great information on membership.  As you move down the menu of options, you have the membership FAQ.  Please feel free to review this for additional information on membership qualifications and criteria.

Now as you move across the website, the next tab is Getting Started, and the third option under getting started, describes the reading tools.  Select reading tools and you will find a wide range of information about compatible assistive technology and other resources related to assistive tech.  As you move down past the different, reading tools and options there is an additional tools section.  Here there is more information about tools for people's visual impairments, tools for people with learning disabilities, etcetera.

So please feel free to review this.  This is again, packed with wonderful information.  As you move back up to the page and to top of the page, the fourth section, community, is where we list a variety of resources and information for different community members, including Educators (K-12 and University), Parents, Publishers and Volunteers.  As you go down to the third option, educators K-12, select that.  And you'll find again, a wide range of information.  As you move down the page, there is a discussion and information sharing section.

We encourage you if you are an educator from the K-12 community to send us your recommended reading list.  You can send us those directly.  And we will work to add your recommendations to our collection.  We also encourage you to listen to our members' stories.  We have a wide range of case studies and also videos from students and teachers using Bookshare XE "Bookshare" .  We also invite you to contact us, to provide a training to your school.

We do a variety of webinars and sometimes some onsite trainings.  So please invite us to conduct one of those for your schools.  As you scroll down, you'll see a wide range of information about assisted technology, special education, and technology in the education word.  We list a wide range of publications and national associations.  When you have a moment, please take a look at our community pages and I think you'll find a lot of useful information.

As you go up again to the top of the page, the fifth tab is Volunteer.  Here you'll find a wide range of information on how you can volunteer for Bookshare XE "Bookshare" .  The next section is Contribute.  As you move down the menu to Donate Books, you'll find a page for Educators.  Go ahead, select educator.  And here you will get information about how to share your scanned books.  Please consider sharing these scanned books that you have spent hours scanning and laboring over with a larger community.
You'll find all the information about how to share in this section.  Now go up to the top of the page and move over to the next tab, help. Here you'll find a lot of frequently asked questions, or FAQs including general information, information more specific for educators and downloading books.  The last option is training.
Under training, you’ll find all of our prerecorded webinars.  These are free to view on your own on your computer.  You can also sign up for upcoming webinars here.  And as you scroll down the page, you'll find a whole list of quick guides.  These are Word documents that you can download, print out, and use on your own.  The Quick Guides have information on membership, how to request books, and also how to use our reading tools.
Finally as you move back up to the top of the page and across to the right, that final tab is Contact Us.  This is where you can contact us on a whole range of questions or issues. Select the contact us page, and as you move to the bottom of the page, there is a “my question is about” option.  There you'll find a drop down menu where you can ask us questions like how to get  brochures or literature, how to make a donation, questions about membership, questions about K-12 and NIMAC sourced textbooks, how you can request a non textbook or a school book, questions about technical support, and questions about volunteering.
So feel free to use that contact us page anytime and we will get back to you as soon as we can.  So as you can see, our site has a wide range of information, including FAQ's, member stories, links to different information, volunteer information, how to share your books, and ways to contact us.  And if you need additional information, I encourage you to review some more of our online learning guides.
